King Lear is a tragedy by Shakespeare, written about 1605 or 1606.
Shakespeare based it on the legendary King Leir of the Britons, whose
story is outlined in Geoffrey of Monmouth’ s pseudohistorical History
of the Kings of Britain (written in about 1136). The play tells the tale of
the aged King Lear who is passing on the control of his kingdom to his
three daughters.
