The book includes a full
discussion of the video recording
abilities of the LX100 II camera, which
offers manual control of exposure and
focus during movie recording, and
provides ultra-high definition 4K
recording of motion pictures. The book
also explains the camera’s features for
extracting still images from 4K video and
using the Post Focus feature to select a
sharply focused image after a shooting
session.
