We
recognize
differences between
a politician who is
"willful" and one
who is "willing"
even though the
difference does not
cross word-stems or
parts of speech. We
recognize that
being "held up"
evokes different
experiences
depending upon

whether its direct
object is a
meeting, a bank, or
an example.
Although we can
notice hundreds of
examples in the
language where
