His
sense of community obliges him to accept, but Cork has
distinctly mixed feelings about the case. For one thing, he is
part Anishinaabe himself. For another, his lawyer wife, Jo,
represents the tribe. Meanwhile, in a secluded house that
overlooks the lakeside home of the Lindstrom family, a
reclusive shipwreck survivor and his sidekick also seem to be
harboring some resentment of their own against the
industrialist. And it soon becomes clear to Cork that harmony,
both at home and in the town, will be on the back burner for
some time. William Kent Krueger's precise and atmospheric
prose, combined with his keen eye for the telling details of
small-town life and his vivid sense of the land and seascapes
