Format quotations of 40 words or more as block quotations: Do not use quotation marks to enclose a
block quotation. Start a block quotation on a new line and indent the whole block 0.5 in. from the
left margin. Double-space the entire block quotation.

Quotations must be identical to the original, using a narrow segment of the source. They must
match the source document word for word and must be attributed to the original author.
Paraphrasing involves putting a passage from source material into your own words. A paraphrase
must also be attributed to the original source.
