Just as Norman Maclean writes at the end of "A River Runs through It" that he is "haunted by waters,”
so have readers been haunted by his novella. A retired English professor who began writing fiction at the
age of 70, Maclean produced what is now recognized as one of the classic American stories of the
twentieth century. Originally published in 1976, A River Runs through It and Other Stories now
celebrates its twenty-fifth anniversary, marked by this new edition that includes aforeword by Annie
Proulx. Maclean grew up in the western Rocky Mountains in the first decades of the twentieth century.
